leader of a growing church 
movement in Cuba. His wife 
has also been under threat 
from the authorities.

Yimiti is a 
Uyghur Christian 
sentenced to 

fifteen years in prison.  He 
was targeted in a series of 
closures of foreign companies 
belonging to Christians in 
Xinjiang, north west China. 
His recent appeal was rejected.

Day 6

Lord, we pray for Your presence to be 
with Dmitry and his family.  Thank You 
for sustaining them and protecting 
them.
